B1 1-4 2s hey for 3 across the set, woman up and man down.

5-6 1slead down through 2s and cast back.
7-8 Partners two-hand turn once around.

B2 1-4 2s hey for 3 across the set, man up and woman down.

5-6 1s cast to bottom while 2s and 3s meet and lead up one place.

B1 1-8 L diagonals L-hand turn to place, R-diagonals R-hand turn; top 2 couples
ending in line of 4 facing up — 3" man move straight to end from R-hand
turn, 3™ woman cast down to end on bars 5-8 (1s in the middle).

[order M3, M1, W1, W3]

B2 1-4 All (line of 4 followed by 2s) lead up and fall back.

5-8 3s gate 1s 3/4 into middle while 2s 2-hand turns once around.

A2 1-2 1s cast up into 2" place while 3s lead down to 3",
3-4 1sjoin R hands then L hands.
5-6 1s lead up into 1% place while 2s cast down into 2",
7-8 1s & 2s cloverleaf turn single (1s up, 2s down).

B1 1-2 1s & 2s meet in the centre, turning about R on the 4™ step to finish back to
back facing out.

3-4 1s & 2s clap twice on 1% beat of each bar.

5-8 1s & 2s, joining hands 4 in a back ring, circle clockwise once around.
B2 1-2 1slead down into 2™ place while 2s cast up into 1%,

3-4 Partners (all) join R hands then L hands.

5-8 Partners 2-hand turn twice around.

C1 14 1% man advances to 2" woman and turns her with 2 hands, finishing in
2" mans place, while 2" man moves behind 1% man and turns 1%
woman, finishing in 1% mans place.

C2 14 Repeat with 2" man advancing to and turning 2" woman; all ending in

place.

Part 2 Partners side right and left; finish facing women’s wall.

B1 14 Neighbors lead toward women’s wall, turn, and lead back; finish facing
down.

B2 1-4 Partners lead down, turn and lead back.
C1&C2 Same as Part 1.

Part 3 Partners arm right and left; finish facing own wall.
